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Open Letter from MMC's President  
  

Dear Enthusiast, 

Recently, New Jersey Motorsports Park (NJMP) filed for Chapter 11 bankruptcy, and Lime 
Rock notified local car clubs that significant noise restrictions would be severely enforced 
due to ongoing issues with the surrounding community.  As a result, we’ve received dozens 
of emails asking whether motorsports venues – including MMC – are in jeopardy. 

While we will not comment on challenges at NJMP or Lime Rock, we can assure local 
automotive enthusiasts that MMC is not only stable but profitable and growing.  Since 
opening in July 2008, we’ve dispelled pessimistic rumors by delivering on promises: 4.1 
miles of billiard-smooth asphalt with 450 feet of elevation changes and multiple 
configurations (our 3.5 mile long course remains a favorite), a stunning glass and aluminum 
clubhouse complete with classrooms, meeting areas, pro-shop, kitchen, bar, and attached 
temperature-controlled garages, and a full on-site service and storage center.  This is just the 
beginning.  For 2011, we just completed two dozen new private garages for members, are 
planning additional garages to satisfy a long waiting list, and will be launching a brand-new 
dedicated karting track for members and their children. 

Simply put, we’re not a typical motorsports venue.  MMC is, first and foremost, a private 
motorsports country club where members come first, enjoying almost unlimited track time 
and first-class amenities.  We’re not a rental track that carves out a few days each season 
and calls it a “Driver’s Club.”  Where else can you wake up on almost any day (including 
weekends!), say “it’s sunny out, and I feel like driving”, and head to your own private 
racetrack?  Call your concierge to prepare your car, stored in your private on-site garage and 
cared for by our professional service center so when you arrive, it’s ready to go.  Or perhaps 
you feel like renting one of our 30 track-dedicated cars, from a 556HP Cadillac CTS-V 
Coupe or spec Porsche Boxster to a Ford GT, Radical SR-8 or Ferrari 430 Challenge car? 
MMC is your track, on your schedule.  

On most days, driving MMC is limited to members and their approved driving guests (and 
non-members are restricted to driving MMC no more than twice annually).  However, there 
are a few ways to experience MMC to see if membership is right for you.  Free private tours 



are open to those who may be eligible for membership.  And, we offer our “Taste of the 
Track” program that provides a full day of driving for $2,500 and includes breakfast and 
lunch, private “in-car” instruction, and lapping sessions.  This fee is credited should you 
decide to take advantage of membership within 30 days of participating.  To arrange any of 
these limited options, please email Chris Falletta at cfalletta@monticellomotorclub.com. 

Now approaching 200 club members, who have unparalleled access to their track on both 
weekends and weekdays, MMC continues to increase the price of its membership each 
season as we expect to sell out within a few years – then limiting membership availability to 
when an existing member decides to sell.  And while membership at MMC is not an 
investment instrument, the value of membership based on prior price increases has far 
exceeded market returns.  Below are details on our 2011 price increases, our fourth since 
opening. 

In summary, it is all of our hope that the few road course venues left in the Northeast 
survive and thrive.  But MMC will continue to grow regardless and provide an unparalleled 
experience and track access for its members, families, and guests.  Review our membership 
details below, and you’ll find a membership option that makes sense for you.
